T-BALL 2011
T-Ball is for boys and girls 5 and 6 years of age.  This league is designed to teach the players the basics of the game of while developing their skills and having fun.  The first part of the season there will be a twenty minute practice followed by 40 minute game
GAMES

Games are played on the diamonds at Southview Park (with a few games played on the diamonds at Shattuck).  The games and practice should be approximately 1 hour in length.  The first part of the season there will be a 20 minute practice followed by 40 minute game

Games at Southview should end at 6:00 to allow the Discovery League games to begin at 6:15.

LINE-UPS

Everyone in the line-up will bat each inning.  The outfield will consist of 1st base, 2nd base, shortstop, 3rd base, and a “pitcher” with the rest of the players lined up at the edge of the grass in the “outfield”.

BASE RUNNING
First part of the season
Each batter will swing until they get a hit.  If the ball is “nicked” let the player retry.  If a ball is hit hard, let the batter run to second.  The last batter up clears the bases.  There will be no outs.

Second part of the season

Have the coach pitch/machine.  Each player is allowed 3 pitches.  If they do not hit the ball have them hit off of the Tee.  If a player is out have them sit down.  The last 3 games of the season should be played with 3 outs per inning or once thru line-up.
ADDITIONAL ITEMS

The home team is responsible for having the field ready for play and picking up after the game.

Coaches can and should be on the field for defensive instruction.

Players should be rotated to have opportunities to play different positions.

Coaches can and should cancel individual games due to foul weather.

The field should be cleared if lightning is spotted.
